The  rmA  and  the  anbassador  oentred  their  discussion  ofl  the
Situation in Hamibia.

The  ambassador  expressed  the  Soviet  Union's  worry  on the

position taken ty South Africa  and  the United States  of America.
He  said  the  position taken ty Pretoria  ind Washington  aimed  at
creating  a  new  situation  ±n  the  Nanit>ian  settlement.    He  pointed
out  that Washington was  trying  to  create  an impression  that  the
Namibian  settlement  was  in  close  I.each  but  was  facing  obstacles
with  the  pl.esence  of  Cuban troops  in Angola.

The  Ainbassador  said  that  Angola  was  now  blockiag  the
Namibian  settlement  because  the  has  refused  to  support  the  issue
of  linkage  i.e.  withdrawal  of  Cuban troops  from Angola tis  avis
Nanibia's  independence.    The  Americans  have  taken  this  as  a
pro-condition for  the  Namibian  settlement.    The  Aribassador
waned that  if  this  issue  is  not  settled  then the Angolan
government  will  be  weakened.

The  Ambassador  also  noted  the  effol.ts  being  made  by  the
Americans  by  exerting  pl.essure  ofi  the  Angolan  government  so  that
it  forces  the  Cuban  troops  out  of  Angola.

The  Ainbassador  pointed  out  that  the  discussions  b€tween
Angola  and  Cuban  government  on  the  question  of  the  withdrawal
of  the  Cuban  troops  in Angola  will  resume  only when Namibia
is  free  and  all  the  South African  troops  have  withdrawn beyoDd
the  Orange  Free  State.

q!he  Ambassador  said  he  had held  talks  with  the  4  remaining
countries  of  the  Western  Contact  Group.    Dul.ing  their  discussion
they  also  said  that  they  did not  see  any  necesity  of  the  linkage.
On the  issue  entailed  in Resolution 435,  they  all  kept  quiet;.

The  Am:bassadol.  said  tbat  his  government  was  of  the  opinion

that  the  Angolan  government  needs  a  substantial  amount  of  Support
from  all  over  the  wol.1d  like  the  one  contl`ibuted by the Frontline
States®
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He  added  that  the  continued  aggression by  South  Africa  sbould
not  be  left  to  continue  otherwise  it  will  give  a  greenlight  to
South Africa.

After  giving  his  opinion  the  Ambassador  wanted  to  ]mow  the
Minister's  view  and how  to  deal  with  the  Bit;untion.

qhe  Minister began discussing  on the  question of  linkage.    He
said  the  Americans  have  always  tl'ied  to  -1iak  the  withdrawal  of  the
Oul>an  troops  in Angola  with  the  Nanibian  settlement.

The Minister  said Anerica's  position has  t)een totally rejected
by the  Frontline  States  and  it;  was  clearly  stated  in Tripoli.    He
pointed out  that  the  major  obstacle  continues  to  be  the U.S.  stand
oa the  decolonisation of Nanibia.

The Minister  revealed  that  the  problem  s'o  far  is  the  ty|>e
of  assistance  which  is  absolutely necessary  for Angola.

He  said  that  Angola  is  under.  South  African  occupation  and  Ogres-
sion  thus  it  needs  assistance  to  overcome  such  a  situation.

The  Minister  said  Angola's  friends  have  ofag[  strong  role  to
play  in  supporting  her -  these  countl.ies  include  the  Soviet  Union
and  Others.    ghis  support  i8  needed by Angola  so  as  to  help  increase
he+givifens  and bargaining poe.ition.

The  Minister  told  the  Aribassador  that  President  J.  K.  Nyerere
had written  to  Presideflt  R.  Reagan  dismissing  the  question  oil  1iakage.
President Nyerere  said  the  question of  liakage  is  not  witbin Resolution
435  of  the  United  Nations.    The  Minister  gaid however,  the  American
govermmeut  still  holds  it.    Even  the  British  and  Canadian  governments
agree  to  it  saying  that  it  will  solve  the  problem.

He  added  that  the  Soviet  Union  carmot  send  troops  to  Angola  because
it will  create  a  quite  different  International  Situatiofl  and  that  is
tihat  South  Africa  wants!
