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CLOSING STATEMENT   0F   PRESIDENT   OF   ASSEMBLY

Following   is   the   text  of   the   closirg  statc`mc`nt  by   the   President  of   the
Sixth   Emergency   Special   Session,   Salim  A.   Salim   (Un].ted   Republic  of  Tanzania)

Aft:c¥    four   days  of  extc`nsivc   djscussion   and   dc`bate,    this   s}xth   c`mergcncy
special   session  of   the  Cenetal   Assembly   is   about   to   conclude.      In  my  opc`nirig
staccmcnt  on   Thutsday,   10   January,   I   pointed   out   that   the   §ess]on  was   convcncd
at  a   time  of  d]squicting  developments   in   the   international   sccne  whose
repercussions   are,   and   should  be,   the   concern  of  all   States.     At   the   same
Cimc,   I   undcrscoleci   the  rcspon§ibility  of   t:his  Assembly,    the  most
7.cplcscntative  oTgari  of   the   nations   and   pcoplcs   of   thc`  world,   to  make   a
positive   contribution   to   the   dc-escalat].on  of   tension   and   Chc  maintenance  of
intcinational   pc`ace   ap.d   security.      I   also   st:rcsscd   that   such  a   conti  ibution
can  only  bc   in   the   context  of   the  obsclvance  of   the  pr]nciplcs  cnunciatcd   in
the   Chattel   of  our  OrgarHzation   and   the   respect   for   those   dccisioris   and
rcsolut:ions   lcpcatedly  af£]imed  by   the  General   Assembly.      For   there   can  be  no
cscaping  the   fact   that  unlc.ss   such  piir\ciples   arc   ac:hcrcd   to,   thcrc   is   bound
to  be  a   further   dctcrlolation  of   International  relations  vJith  unforesccn
repel  Cussic,ns .

The   extensive   debate  wh].ch  has   taken   place   du`ing   the   past   four   days
clearly   dcrmonst:Iatcs   the  keen  awareness  of  Mcmbel   Statcs  of   the   inpcraclve
need   to   pleselvc  an   intcrndtional   ordc`r   based  on   justice   and  rcspcct   for   the
principlcs   and   dc`ci§ions   collcctivcly  agreed  upon.      The   discussion  has   also
eloquently  rcflccccd   the   consciousness   of  States   of   the  heavy  responsibility
p|csclibed   for    the  Gep.cral  Assc`mbly   in   the  maintenance  of   intclnational   peace
aT`a  Security.      It  also   Tepleserits   a   clear   manifcstation  of   the   concelr`  of   the
International   community  about   the  situation  regaiding  dcvclopments   in
Afghanistan   and  symbolizes   its   collective  desile   to  ensure   the  elimination  of
the   erisis   in   the  area  as   a  whole,   as  well   as   putting  an  end   to   the  ominous
escalation  of   [crlsion   among   the   great  PowcTs.

The   procccdings  of   the  Assembly  during   this   emergency  special   session
have  once  aga]n  undciscorcd   the   fact   that,   notwithstanding   the   divergent
intcrprctations  of   the   devctopmcnts   and   the   differing  points  of  view  on   the
posit.Ions   taken  by  mcmbcrs   thereon,   thetc  has   cme[gcd   a  dcfinitivc  expressior\.
of   an  ovcrriding   consideration   that   interlelationships  of   nat:ions  of   the  world
must  at  all   [imcs   bc   conducted   ir\  keeping  with  established   norms   alid   standai.ds
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of  intetnational  relations  ar`d  through  strict  adherence   to   the  fundamcntal          I
principles   cmbodied   in   the  Chai'ter   and  many  iclcvant  decisions   and  resolutions
adopted  by   the  General  Assembly.

Equally  clear   is   the  urgent  need,   above  all,   for  all   nations   to  do   their
utmost   to  prevent  furthcl   deterioration  of   the  present  situation.     We   live   in
a   tulmiltous   time  when  an  amj.cable   and   smooth   tlansfoimat]on  of   the  world  of
discquilibriuni  is  being  urgently  Sought  after   in  all   aspects  of
lntetrclationships  of   the  world   community.     It   is   therefore  all   the  more
inperative   that  the  Irrevocable  respect  for   the  principles  which  we  uphold  and
the   Cause  which  we  cgpouse  prevail   over   any  and  all   other   considerations.     The
Charter   of   the  United  Nations  must   continue   to  be  our   guide.     The   defence  of
its  purposes  and  principlcs  must   continue   to  be   the   irretractablc
lcsponsibility  and  resolve  of  us  all   --   the  sC|ong  and   the  weak,   the  rich  and
the  poor.

The   convening  of  this   session   in  the   context  of  the  developments  which                ®
have   clearly  indicate   the  deterioration  in  the   international  atmosphere,   as
well   as   the  intensity  and   controvers]al  nature  of  our  debate,   clearly
demonstrates   that   the  world  has  not  ushered   in  the  decade  of   the   1980s   in   t:he
spirit  of  peace,   concord  and  understanding   for  `.thich  wc  had  hoped   and  of  which
I  had  spoken  in  my  concluding  stacemenc  at  the   thirty-fourth  session  of   the
General   Assembly.      On   the   contrary,   we   now  see   a  dangerous   escalation  of
tension  with   serious  pot:ential   cor`scquences   in  many  areas.     It  is   Cherefore
encumbcnt  on  us   all   as   we   leave   Chi§   se§sic`n   to  makc`  whatever   contiibution  wc
can,   as  M{mbcrs  of   the  Organization  dedicatcd   to   the  preservat:ion  of
int:elnational   pcacc  and  security,  reversing  chjs   trend.     It  is  vital   that  the
international   community  Should  strive   for   the  dc-escalacior`  of   tension.     For
it   is   self-evident   that   the  path   towards   cc`nfrontation   is   a  road   fraught  v7ith
impondct able   consequcn cos.

I  Wlsh   Co   express  ny   sincere  hope   that  Mcmbcrs  will   continue   to   bear   all
of   these   considclations   in  mind  as  we  approach   the   conclusion  of  our   session.
